This template file is formatted in terms of page properties for use in The Kingbird, so it would be helpful to use this file as the basis for the file you contribute. Note that there are separate templates for mainland and coastal CBCs. Neither includes all conceivable species, but it shouldn’t be very difficult to insert a few extras in taxonomic order, using the NYS Checklist  as a guide:

Distinctive subspecies should be listed in the body of the entry in taxonomic order, using the following style: ‘Yellow-shafted’ No. Flicker

Taxa seen only during the count-week period should be listed in the body of the entry in taxonomic order, using the following style: Pine Siskin CW
Generic or collective taxa are not encouraged except when absolutely necessary and should be presented in the following style: scaup sp.; Falco sp.; gull sp.
Repetitious and obvious parts of names are abbreviated:

Am.—American

Co.—Common

E.—Eastern 

No.—Northern

But note that these words should be spelled out if they form part of a potentially unfamilar subspecies’ name: ‘American’ Green-winged Teal; ‘Eastern’ White-crowned Sparrow.

Unusual species should be presented in bold font, with the number of individuals also in bold: Greater White-fronted Goose 1

Unusually high counts of expected species should be indicated by presenting the number of individuals in bold font: Am. Robin 1,052
Unusually low counts should be indicated as follows: European Starling 14 LC

Standard CBC notations should be used to indicate documentation of unusual species and counts: King Eider 1 (ph)

Otherwise, we will check all entries against the online database (after the Regional Editor has finished review) and include the notations provided there: 

Ash-throated Flycatcher 1 (ND)
